Feeding Guidelines (Adult Cats)
Thank you for fostering! The information provided below will get you and your foster cat off to a great start. Please let us know if you ever have any concerns or questions. 
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Feeding Instructions: 
Heathy cat
Dry: ¼ cup kibble twice a day. Wet: A spoonful of wet food once a day.
Underweight cat
Dry: ¼ cup kibble twice a day. Wet: ¼ of a 5.5oz can or ½ of a 3oz can of wet food three times a day 
Overweight cat
Dry: ¼ cup OM Dry twice a day. Wet: ¼-1/3 can of OM wet food once a day
OR (if overweight cat will not eat OM wet or dry)
Dry: None. Wet: 1/2 of a 5.5oz can or one 3oz can of wet food twice a day.
It is very important that overweight cats do not miss multiple meals. Contact the foster phone if your foster cat is not eating. 919-630-9680
